What do we know about Jesus?

We have come to know Jesus more 
deeply through Sacred Scripture, the 
Sacraments, and the faith of the Church. By 
understanding the canon of the Bible and 
especially the four Gospels, we have a better 
grasp of how Jesus carried out his mission 
and of his divine nature. Knowing more 
about teachings, such as the Beatitudes and 
Works of Mercy, that have their roots in 
Scripture helps us understand more about 
what Jesus expects of us. We also grow 
closer to Jesus when we pray and receive 
the Sacraments. We understand the Paschal 
Mystery. We know that Jesus came to save us 
from sin and bring us God’s mercy. We are 
called in turn to bring love and mercy to 
others. We live as disciples by modeling our 
actions on those of Jesus.

Jesus calls us to follow him by taking up our 
cross. Each of us will have different ways of 
doing this. The important thing is that we 

each discern what we can do to share the 
Gospel message. This may seem like a big 
job, but we have learned that Jesus sent us 
the Holy Spirit to guide us. We also know 
we can ask for help when we pray. We can 
remember the guidance of the Church 
and people of faith who inspire us. We are 
energized to share our joy and faith when 
we know how much Jesus loves us.

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Love Is a Promise
What does it mean to love someone?
When we say, “I love you,” it is important 
to mean what we say. Do not use the word 
love in an indiscriminate way, like saying, “I 
love chocolate.” Loving others means serving 
their greatest good. Loving someone is a 
choice and a responsibility.

Friends love as Jesus did by taking care of 
one another. Priests and religious sisters have 
special loving relationships with God. Priests 
love the Church, the Bride of Christ, and 
sisters have a spousal relationship with Jesus 

Christ. From this love, they love the people 
they serve. 

Love Does Change Us
Love of this kind should change how we 
treat ourselves and each other. Loving others 
as God wants us to means our thoughts 
and actions should clearly show that we 
understand our own dignity and the dignity 
of other people. One of the best ways 
we can live out our loving promise is by 
practicing the virtue of chastity.

Many people think that chastity means we 
just don’t do anything physical with anybody 

chastity means uniting our body and spirit for 
the purpose of truly loving ourselves and others.

In God’s Image 51
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Rules are in place and enforced in every part of 
our lives, from rules about classroom behavior to 

traffic signs. Some are easy to follow, but others 
are more difficult or require explanation. Some 

are common sense, but others have been made in 
response to events or problems in society. The Ten 

Commandments go beyond everyday “rules.” You 
have probably heard them since you were a young 

child, and over time you’ve understood them 
better. They are God’s laws for living in relationship 

with him and with each other, and they are at 
the heart of God’s covenant. God gave the Ten 

Commandments to the Israelites, but they apply 
to our lives even now, at every age.  Which Commandments are easiest for you to 

follow? Which are most difficult?

Saint Marcella, 325–410Marcella married young, but she was widowed 
within her first year of marriage. Afterward, she 

invited a group of noble ladies to meet at her 
home, where they lived a life of self-discipline 

and self-denial to grow more deeply in their 
relationship with God through Christ. Because 

of the way she lived in faith and sacrifice, Saint 
Jerome called Marcella “the glory of the ladies of 

Rome.” Marcella’s relationship with God pointed her toward a life rich in the Spirit of God. The Church celebrates her feast day on January 31.

The Way to Live
What did Jesus want to show us? 

Jesus gave his followers many examples of 
how they could become more like him. 
When you follow his example, you are acting 
like he did. The more you do so, the more 
you can discover the person God intends you 
to be and live the best life possible.

Jesus didn’t come to show us the way to play 
perfect chess or piano, swim, paint, or get 
straight As. Striving to use the gifts and talents 
God has given us is a good thing. But, Jesus 
is most concerned with what importance 
we give God in our lives, how we treat our 
families and friends, how we pray, how we 
care for people we don’t know, and how we 
forgive our enemies. Sometimes these things 
are a lot harder than doing laps in the pool or 
practicing scales on the keyboard. 

Of all the good that God wants for you, he 
most wants you to live in his love, to know 
his happiness, and to become like him. You 
do all of these things when you follow in 
Jesus’ footsteps and become his disciple. 

Discipleship is accepting Jesus’ invitation 
to believe in and follow him by studying 
his ways and putting them into practice. 

Discipleship is really what living fully, or 
being fully alive, is all about. It isn’t easy. 
But we don’t follow the path of discipleship 
alone. God gives us the Church and his 
grace we need to be the people he has called 
us to be. The Sacraments strengthen us, and 
our community of faith journeys with us, 
guiding and supporting us.

Heart of a Disciple

Saint Maximilian Kolbe, 1894–1941

When Raymund Kolbe became a priest, he 

changed his name to Maximilian Maria in honor 

of Mary. During World War II, he provided shelter 

for those fleeing the Nazis, including 2,000 Jews. 

In 1941, Father Kolbe was arrested by the Nazis 

and taken to the death camp of Auschwitz. While 

he was there, the Nazis decided to starve some 

prisoners to death as a punishment. He offered to 

take the place of a man who had a wife and  

children. The man whose  

life he saved was present  

at the ceremony of his  

canonization in 1982.  

The Church celebrates  

his feast day on 

August 14.
